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The present delineation of the boundaries of
Shanghaiand Taibei FIRs over the sea area is
unreasonable and unfavourable to safety,regularity
and cost-effectiveness of flight operations and is
therefore unacceptable to China. In order to have
reasonable organization of airspace and ATS route
structure and efficiently provide safe regular and
economical ATC and Search and Rescue Services
in the interest of the development of international
civil aviation,the present boundaries of Shanghai
and TaibeiFIRs over the sea area need to be ad-
justed.
