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Meteorological Watch

The meteorological watch is performed by the AMO, as
follows:

a) maintain watch over meteorological conditions affecting
flight operations within its area of responsibility

b) prepare SIGMET and other information relating to its
area of responsibility

c) supply SIGMET information and, as required, other
meteorological information to associated air traffic
services units

d) disseminate SIGMET and AIRMET information

e) supply information received on pre-eruption volcanic
activity, a volcanic eruption and volcanic ash cloud
for which a SIGMET has not already been issued,
to its associated ACC/FIC, as agreed between the
meteorological and ATS authorities concerned, and
to its associated VAAC as determined by regional
air navigation agreement and

supply information received concerning the accidental
release of radioactive materials into the atmosphere,
in the area for which it maintains watch or adjacent
areas, to aeronautical information service units and
ATS authorities, as agreed between the meteorological
and ATS authorities concerned.

The AMO issues SIGMET and AIRMET information in
accordance with ICAO Annex 3, Chapter 7.

Aerodrome Warnings and Wind shear Warnings

Aerodrome warnings for the protection of parked aircraft
or of other equipment at the airport are issued by the
AMO or each airport meteorological office concerned, if
one or several of the following phenomena are
expected to occur at the airport.

- Typhoon

- Thunderstorm

- Heavy snow

- Strong surface wind and gusts
- Frost

- Tsunami

- Low visibility

- Heavy rain

- Ceiling

- Volcanic ash deposition
- Toxic chemicals

Wind shear warnings are issued when wind shear
which could adversely affect aircraft on the approach
path or take off path or during circling approach
between runway level and 500 m(1600 ft) above that
level is observed or expected.

The aerodrome warnings and wind shear warnings are |
issued in English and are distributed in accordance with
a distribution list agreed upon locally.
